Helpful Reading Strategies
1. Chunk Text
Look for sentences, paragraphs or stanzas. Read only one section at a time and figure out its meaning before moving on to the next,

2. Visualize
As you read, picture what is going on in your mind using the author’s description.

3. Link Text to Experience
Think about how the text can relate to your own life and your own experiences.
4. Summarize/Paraphrase
Recall important details and put them into your own words.

5. Predict
Predict as you read, based on information and details that you are given.

6. Question
Ask questions as you read. This will make you more aware of the details that follow.

7. Re-Read

If something doesn’t make sense, read it again and/or discuss your uncertainties with someone else.

8. Attend to the Final Chunk

When you are unsure about the text, look closely at the final chunk. What idea is suggested by the author’s final words?
