6H Homework Agreement


I believe that students should have time and opportunities to complete their work at school so that I am available to offer assistance, provide encouragement, and give support.
Almost all homework assigned this year will be work that is not completed during class time. Students not utilizing class time will have more homework than students who do utilize this time.
However, home reading, review and preparation for exams will need to be a priority at home as well. 
I guarantee that students will receive a minimum of 1 week’s notice before every project due date, quiz or exam.
I expect that grade 6 students take responsibility for completing their work.
· There will always be time provided in class and it is the student’s responsibility to use that time so that they do not become overloaded with homework. 
· All dates will be posted a minimum of one week in advance. It is the student’s responsibility to check their agendas and/or the weebly for a list of dates of upcoming tests and assignments.
· I am always available for extra help at recess time. It is the student’s responsibility to see me for assistance prior to due dates or test dates.
· Sometimes circumstances arise and work cannot be complete. It is the student’s responsibility to see me about incomplete work so we can come up with a plan together.

· Strong reading is one of the most powerful tools that students will use not only in their school career, but also outside of school. It is the student’s responsibility to read at home, write down their reading minutes, and submit these minutes to me weekly.
Communication and team work will ensure that all student’s achieve their potential and see success.

Students will take their agenda home each night.
I will post important dates on the homework board in my classroom, on my weebly (misshodgson.weebly.com), and I will email each parent at the beginning of each week with an overview of the week ahead.
You play an important role in making homework, homereading, and review time a positive experience for your children. I ask that you make this time a priority and communicate with me regularly if there are any issues.
We all want to see each child succeed this year. If we work together, students are more likely to see this success. Grade 6 is a big year and a transition into the greater demands of junior high school; developing positive habits and attitudes now will make this transition much smoother in grade 7. 
Students will be held accountable for completing their work.

There are many opportunities and rewards offered throughout the year at MPES. Also, as much as I value time for work and learning in class, I also enjoy rewarding that hard work. For example, I reward consistent reading with popcorn parties, movie afternoons, and even ice cream sundae stations. I keep record of all homework not completed throughout the year. I also record weekly homereading. 
If students are consistently not reaching the expectations in the classroom, these opportunities will be taken away. Recesses will be used to make up for missed work, and students will be removed from extracurricular activities. 
I will contact you directly if this is becoming an issue.
