General Outcome 1

Students will listen, speak, read, write, view, and represent to explore thoughts, ideas, feelings, and experiences.

· Discussing and/or demonstrating one’s personal reactions, thoughts, and beliefs towards a text.

· Making connections between one’s prior knowledge and new information.

· Making personal learning goals.

General Outcome 2

Students will listen, speak, read, write, view, and represent to comprehend and respond personally and critically to oral, print, and other media texts.

· Identifying and explaining main ideas and supporting details of texts.

· Using context to identify the meanings of unfamiliar words.

· Reading different kinds of texts (ex. Autobiographies, films, myths, plays, etc.)

· Find common themes or topics in texts.

· Find an author’s purpose.

· Summarize texts in own words.

· Discover characters (motivation, actions, feelings).

· Find and interpret figurative language.

· Discuss plot, setting, mood, narration, flashback, etc.

General Outcome 3

Students will listen, speak, read, write, view, and represent to manage ideas and information.

· Distinguish among fact and opinion.

· Use note taking when researching information.

· Pick out relevant information from research.

· Create a plan to seek out information and present it to an audience.

· Organize information found appropriately and logically.

· Quote information from outside sources properly.

· Communicate ideas in an engaging and informative way.

General Outcome 4

Students will listen, speak, read, write, view, and represent to enhance the clarity and artistry of communication.

· Revise work to enhance focus, expand ideas, and eliminate unnecessary information.

· Edit grammar (ex. Verb tense, spelling, capitalization, punctuation, sentence structure, etc.)

· Organize writing in paragraphs.

· Write legibly.

· Choose appropriate vocabulary.

· Experiment with figurative language to create a unique voice in writing.

· Use a variety of sentence types and structures.

· Communicate effectively to an audience.

General Outcome 5

Students will listen, speak, read, write, view, and represent to respect, support, and collaborate with others.

· Share and discuss different ideas with others and respect others’ opinions.

· Assume roles as a group member and assist with achieving group goals by being hard working and cooperative.

· Solve problems within a group situation.
